WHITLEY COUNTY REDEVELOPMENT

The Whitley County Redevelopment Commission met Thursday June 7, 2012 in the Commissioner Room located in the Whitley County Government Center. Chairman Overdeer called the meeting to order.
IN THE MATTER OF MINUTES:  Minutes from the May 9, 2012 meeting were reviewed and a   motion to approve was made by Kessler, seconded by Schrader and carried with a 5/0 vote.  All claims were reviewed since the May 9, 2012 meeting a motion to allow was made by Kessler, seconded by Argerbright and carried with a 5/0 vote.  

IN THE MATTER RAIL CONNECT PARK:  A “First Right of Refusal “ from WJ Carey Construction was presented to the Commission for a 15A parcel of ground located in Rail Connect Park.  After discussion if there should be funds put down to hold the site plan or if a verbal agreement was sufficient between the two parties a motion to sign the “Right of Refusal” as presented was made by Kessler, seconded by Schrader and carried with a 5/0 vote.  
Next on the discussion for Rail Connect Park was a request to split one of the lots.  Discussion on how this would interfere with the rail line and that there would be no additional access off of County Road #600.  At this time the Commission does not want to divide the lot as is and will just have the interested party make an offer on the land.
Argerbright will contact a party to mow and spray the empty lots for the Commission to clean up the appearance of the entire park.
